The ICAH was founded in mid-2025 by
Anthony Pitaluga (archivist and technologist)
from Gibraltar and Christian Cwik (histo-
rian) from Vienna. The aim of the ICAH is to
transform Gibraltar, located at the crossroads
between the Atlantic and the Mediterranean,
as well as Europe and Africa, into a hub
centre for the study of Atlantic history. Our
activities will include international conferen-
ces with collaborations of the world's leading
historians of Atlantic history, research pro-
jects at the highest level, and study trips with
our top-class historians to Latin America, the
Caribbean, West Africa, and Southwestern
Europe. Our activities will include interna-
tional conferences, in collaboration with the
world's leading historians of Atlantic history;
high-level research projects; and study trips
lead by our top-class historians to Latin
America, the Caribbean, West Africa, and
Southwestern Europe.

Topic of the Symposium | Tema del Simposio

Situated at the southern tip of the Iberian Pe-
ninsula, between the Atlantic and the Medite-
rranean, the port of Gibraltar became a port of
emigration for Spanish immigrants in the late
19th century, especially so to southern South
America. But many Latin American emigrants
also set foot on European soil for the first time
in British Gibraltar. Gibraltar maintained its
role as an international transit port and tran-
shipment point for all types of goods between
the Mediterranean and the Atlantic, as well
as between Europe and Africa, for long stret-
ches of the 20th century.

During the Spanish Civil War from 1936 to
1939, thousands of Latin American inter-
national brigadists infiltrated Spain, but the
defeat of the Popular Front also led to huge
movements of refugees from Spain, which
bordered three countries to which it was
possible to flee on foot (France, Andorra and
Portugal). Many of them ended up in inter-
nment camps (France, Gibraltar, Andorra),
others were even sent back to Franco’s Spain.
The lectures at this first symposium initiate

a series of events on Atlantic history to take
place in Gibraltar and will focus on the Spani-
sh Civil War and its links with Latin America
and the Caribbean on the occasion of its 90th
anniversary (1936-39).

Situado en el extremo sur de la Peninsula
Ibérica, entre el Atlantico y el Mediterraneo,
el puerto de Gibraltar se convirtié a finales
del siglo XIX en puerto de emigracién para

los inmigrantes espafoles, sobre todo hacia
el sur de Sudamérica. Pero también los emi-
grantes latinoamericanos pisaron por primera
vez suelo europeo en el Gibraltar britanico. Gi-
braltar mantuvo su papel de puerto de transito
internacional y punto de transbordo de todo
tipo de mercancias entre el Mediterraneo y

el Atlantico, asi como entre Europa y Africa,
durante largos tramos del siglo XX.

Durante la Guerra Civil espafiola (1936 a
1939), miles de brigadistas internacionales
latinoamericanos se infiltraron en Espana,
pero la derrota del Frente Popular también
provocd enormes movimientos de refugiados
desde Espafia, que limitaba a tres paises a los
que era posible huir a pie (Francia, Andorra

y Portugal). Muchos de ellos acabaron en
campos de internamiento (Francia, Gibraltar,
Andorra), otros incluso fueron devueltos a la
Espaia franquista. Las conferencias de este
primer simposio dan inicio a una serie de ac-
tos sobre historia atlantica que tendran lugar
en Gibraltar y se centraran en la Guerra Civil
espafiola y sus vinculos con América Latina
y el Caribe con motivo de su 90 aniversario
(1936-39).

Tito Benady

Mesod or Tito (to use his anonym in Gibraltar in 1930). For his work he
was awarded an MBE in 1998, and an MA in maritime history by the
University of Greenwich. Jewish Historical Society of England from
1985 to 2005, and of the Instituto de Estudios Campogibraltarefios
since 1992 of which he is Consejero, and which held a series of lectu-
res in his honour in 2025. His writings include three books, The Royal
Navy at Gibraltar, The Streets of Gibraltar and Essays on the history
of Gibraltar. Over 100 monographs on the history of Gibraltarin English
and Spanish. In 1991, he founded the Gibraltar Heritage Journal to
help other researchers find an outlet for their work which he edited for
many years. He is an elected Fellow of the Royal Historical Society of
England. Although only six when the Civil War broke out, he retains
vivid memories.

Mesod o Tito (para usar su anénimo en Gibraltar en 1930). Por su
trabajo fue galardonado con un MBE en 1998 y un master en historia
maritima por la Universidad de Greenwich. Sociedad Histdrica Judia
de Inglaterra de 19685 a 2005, y del Instituto de Estudios Campogi-
braltarefios desde 1992, del cual es consejero, y que celebré una
serie de conferencias en su honor en 2025. Sus escritos incluyen tres
libros, The Royal Navy at Gibraltar, The Streets of Gibraltar y Essays
on the history of Gibraltar. Mds de 100 monografias sobre la historia
de Gibraltar en inglés y espafiol. En 1991, fundd el Gibraltar Heritage
Journal para ayudar a otros investigadores a encontrar una salida para
su trabajo, que editd durante muchos afios. Es miembro electo de la
Real Sociedad Histdrica de Inglaterra. Aunque solo tenia seis afios
cuando estalld la Guerra Civil, conserva vividos recuerdos.

Director of the PhD in Society and
Culture at the Simdn Bolivar University, Barranquilla, Colombia, 2018.
Professor at the Univ. del Norte, Colombia between 2002 and 2017.

She
recently published, with Uwe Miiller, “The CMEA as a Development
Organization. Globalization Projects of Socialist States, 1949-1990," in
Cold War History, 2025.

Historian Dr. Christian Cwik (University of Graz) is Director of the
International Center for Atlantic History (CIHA), Executive Secretary of
the Association of Latin American and Caribbean Historians (ADHI-
LAC), and President of the Association for Continental American and
Caribbean Studies (CONAC). After years as a professor at various Latin
American universities (Venezuela, Colombia, Cuba), he was Professor
of Atlantic History at the University of the West Indies in Trinidad and
Tobago. He is the author of more than 150 articles, essays, and books.

Desples de afios como profesor en diferentes uni-
versidades Latinoamericanas (Venezuela, Colombia, Cuba) fue profesor
para Historia Atlantica en la Universidad de las Indias Occidentales en
Trinidad y Tobago. Autor de més de 150 articulos, ensayos y libros.



Julian Chaves Palacios

Professor of Contemporary History at the University of Extremadura.
Since 2006, he has been a visiting professor at the University of Chile;
the University of Santiago de Chile, the National University of La Plata
(Argentina), the National University of Cordoba (Argentina), the Uni-
versity of Belgrano (Argentina); the National Autonomous University of
Mexico, and the University of Toribio de Mendoza in Amazonas (Peru).
He has conducted extensive research on the contemporary history of
Spain and Latin America. In 2014, he was awarded an Honorary Docto-
rate in Humanities by the University of Paulo Freire in Nicaragua.

Catedratico de Historia Contemporanea en la Universidad de Extrema-
dura. Desde el afio 2006 ha sido profesor invitado en la Universidad
de Chile; Universidad de San-tiago de Chile, Universidad Nacional de
La Plata (Argentina), Universidad Nacional de Cérdoba (Argentina),
Universidad de Belgrano (Argentina); Universidad Nacional Auténoma
de México y Universidad Toribio de Mendoza en Amazonas (Pert).

He holds a PhD in American History from the University of Seville and
is a full professor at the University of Extremadura. He has been a
researcher at the School of Hispanic-American Studies (CSIC) and a
professor in Prague at the Economic University, the Carolina University,
and the Metropolitan University. He has also been a visiting professor
at the universities of Cologne (Germany), Veszprém (Hungary), Ceské
Budejovice, Olomouc, Pardubice, Brno (Czech Republic), Novi Sad (Ser-
bia), Pelotas (Brazil), Evora (Portugal), Seville, Pablo de Olavide (Czech
Republic), Jaume | (Basque Country), and Salamanca (Spain).

Richard J M Garcia MBE, was educated at the Universities of Birmin-
gham, Salamanca, and Bristol. He was Chief Secretary of the Govern-
ment of Gibraltar, a post he held for four years. He was subsequently
Chairman of the Gibraltar Police Authority. He is an Honorary Fellow of
the Gibraltar Museum, a Fellow of the Royal Philatelic Society, London,
and the Academy of European Philately and is the Editor of the Gibral-
tar Heritage Trust Journal.

Richard J. M. Garcia, MBE, estudid en las Universidades de Birmin-
gham, Salamanca y Bristol.

His research has focused on the Second Republic, the Civil War, and
the postwar period in the Campo de Gibraltar, on which he has publi-
shed numerous articles and several monographs.

Luis Antonio Garcia Bravo, an author and researcher with over 28 years
of experience in the anti-Franco guerrilla movement in the province

of Cadiz, Campo de Gibraltar, and the Serrania de Ronda, has written
numerous articles and several books. As a pioneer of the memorial
movement, he co-founded the first associations and served on the
Technical Committee of the Andalusian Regional Government for the
Recovery of Historical Memory. His work focuses not only on writing,
but he has also coordinated important conferences and workshops,
such as the first meeting of the anti-fascist guerrilla movement in Alge-
ciras and the “Rescuing Memory” research meetings.

Luis Antonio Garcia Bravo, un autor e investigador con mas de 28 afios
de dedicacion a la guerrilla antifranquista en la provincia de Cadiz,

el Campo de Gibraltar y la Serrania de Ronda. Ha escrito numerosos
articulos y es autor de varios libros. Como pionero del movimiento me-
morialista, fue cofundador de las primeras asociaciones y formé parte
del Comité Técnico de la Junta de Andalucia para la Recuperacion

de la Memoria Histdrica. Su trabajo no solo se centra en la escritura,
sino que también ha coordinado importantes jornadas y conferencias,
como el primer encuentro de la guerrilla antifascista en Algeciras y los
encuentros de investigadores “Rescatar la memoria”.

Juan José Trujillo

Juan J. Trujillo is the creator of the legendary comic magazine
TUBOESCAPE and one of the founding partners of the first design coo-
perative in Andalusia, the pioneering Servicios de Ideas. A specialist
in the design of expographic spaces, he has developed major projects
related to the environment and cultural heritage. He is the promoter of
Graphinlove, an event conceived as a meeting point for content crea-
tors and designers. He is currently the Creative Director of Oxygene
Communications, as well as the creator of the international magazine
OTWO and the collection Memorias en Vifietas, which introduces
younger generations to the most emblematic figures of the anti-Franco
guerrilla movement.

Juan J. Trujillo es creador de la mitica revista de cémics TUBOESCAPE
y uno de los socios fundadores de la primera cooperativa de disefio en
Andalucia, la pionera “Servicios de Ideas”. Especialista en el disefio
de espacios expograficos, ha desarrollado proyectos de gran relevan-
cia vinculados al medio ambiente y al patrimonio. Es el promotor de
Graphinlove, un evento concebido como punto de encuentro entre
creadores de contenidos y disefiadores. En la actualidad es director
creativo de Oxygene Communications, creador de la revista internacio-



nal OTWO y de la coleccién Memorias en Vifietas, con la que acerca a
los jévenes las figuras mas emblematicas de la guerrilla antifranquista.

to Latin America but also political theory theories of the 19™and 20
century.
